ADJUSTING THE HANDLE

a WARNING: When adjusting the han-

dle, be sure it remains between the trigger

and the safety label. Assist handle must be

positioned only below the arrow.

1. Loosen T-handle on assist handle.

2. Rotate the assist handle on the tube to an
upright position; retighten T-handle.

ATTACHING THE GUARD AND
TRIMMER HEAD

& WARNING: The guard must be prop-

erly installed. The guard provides partial

protection from the risk of thrown objects to

the operator and others and is equipped with

a line limiter which cuts excess line. The line

limiter (on underside of guard) is sharp and

can cut you.

1. Remove wing nut from shield.

2. Insert bracket into slot on shield.

3. Pivot shield until bolt passes through hole
in bracket.

4. Tighten the wing nut securely.

5. If your unit has a plastic cover over the
threads onthe threaded shaft, remove the
covering to expose the threads.

6. Before installing the trimmer head, make
sure the dust cup and retaining washer
are positioned on the gearbox as shown
below.

installed as illustrated in the illustration before

installing the trimmer head.

7. Push in locking lever and hold.

8. Rotate dust cup until the locking lever falls
into one of the grooves.

9. Continue to hold in locking lever. This will
prevent the shaft from turning while instal-
ling trimmer head.

10. Thread trimmer head onto the shaft by
turning counterclockwise. Tighten until
secure.

11. Release the locking lever.

NOTE: The retaining washer must be posi-
tioned with the raised section facing toward
the gearbox.

OPERATION

&WARNING: Be sure to read the fuel
information in the safety rules before you be-
gin. If you do not understand the safety rules,
do not attempt to fuel your unit. Contact an
authorized service dealer.

FUELING ENGINE
& WARNING: Remove fuel cap slowly

when refueling.

This engine is certified to operate on un-
leaded gasoline. Before operation, gasoline
must be mixed with a good quality synthetic
2-cycle air-cooled engine oil designed to be
mixed at aratio of 40:1 (2.5%). A40:1 ratiois
obtained by mixing 5 liters of unleaded gaso-
line with 0,125 liter of oil. DO NOT USE auto-
motive oil or boat oil. These oils will cause en-
gine damage. When mixing fuel, follow
instructions printed on oil container. Once oil
is added to gasoline, shake container mo-
mentarily to assure that the fuel is thoroughly
mixed. Always read and follow the safety
rules relating to fuel before fueling your unit.

IMPORTANT

Experience indicates that alcohol blended
fuels (called gasohol or using ethanol or
methanol) can attract moisture which leads to
separation and formation of acids during stor-
age. Acidic gas can damage the fuel system

of an engine while in storage. To avoid engine
problems, empty the fuel system before stor-
age for 30 days or longer. Drain the gas tank,

start the engine and let it run until the fuel lines
and carburetor are empty. Use fresh fuel next
season. Never use engine or carburetor

cleaner products in the fuel tank or permanent
damage may occur.

HOW TO STOP YOUR UNIT
* To stop the engine, move the ON/OFF
switch to the OFF position.

HOW TO START YOUR UNIT

& WARNING: The trimmer head will
turn while starting the engine. Avoid any con-
tact with the muffler. A hot muffler can cause
serious burns.

STARTING A COLD ENGINE (or a
warm engine after running out of fuel)

Starting Position

Set unit on a flat surface.

Move ON/OFF switch to the ON position.

Slowly press the primer bulb 6 times.

Move choke lever to FULL CHOKE posi-

tion.

Squeeze and hold trigger through all re-

maining steps.

Pull starter rope handle sharply until en-

gine sounds as if it is trying to start, but do

not pull rope more than 6 times.

7. Assoon as engine sounds as if it is trying
to start, move choke lever to HALF
CHOKE.

8. Pull starter rope sharply until engine runs,
but no more than 6 pulls. If the engine
doesn’t start after 6 pulls (at the HALF
CHOKE position), move the choke lever
to the FULL CHOKE position and press
the primer bulb 6 times. Squeeze and hold
the throttle trigger and pull the starter rope
2 more times. Move the choke lever to the
HALF CHOKE position and pull the start-
er rope until the engine runs, but no more
than 6 pulls. NOTE: If engine still
doesn’t start, it is probably flooded. Pro-
ceed to STARTING A FLOODED EN-
GINE.

9. Once the engine starts, allow it to run 10

seconds, then move the choke lever to OFF

CHOKE. Allow the unit to run for 30 more

o o hop



seconds at OFF CHOKE before releasing
the throttle trigger. NOTE: If engine dies
with the choke lever in the OFF CHOKE
position, move the choke lever to the HALF
CHOKE position and pull the rope until en-
gine runs, but no more than 6 pulls.

STARTING A WARM ENGINE
Move ON/OFF switch to the ON position.

2. Move the choke lever to the HALF
CHOKE position.

3. Squeeze and hold the throttle trigger.
Keep throttle trigger fully squeezed until
the engine runs smoothly.

4. Pull starter rope sharply until engine runs,
but no more than 5 pulls.

5. Allow engine to run 15 seconds, then
move the choke lever to the OFF CHOKE
position.

NOTE: If engine has not started, pull starter
rope 5 more pulls. If engine still does not run, it
is probably flooded.
STARTING A FLOODED ENGINE
Flooded engines can be started by placing
the choke lever in the OFF CHOKE position;
then, pull the rope to clear the engine of ex-
cess fuel. This could require pulling the starter
handle many times depending on how badly
the unit is flooded.

If the unit still doesn’t start, refer to TROU-

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
For occasional use only.
OPERATING POSITION

ALWAYS WEAR:

Cut from your right to your left.

& WARNING: Always wear eye protec-

tion and hearing protection. Never lean over

the trimmer head. Rocks or debris can rico-

chet or be thrown into eyes and face and

cause blindness or other serious injury.

Do not run the engine at a higher speed than

necessary. The cutting line will cut efficiently

when the engine is run at less than full throttle.

At lower speeds, there is less engine noise and

vibration.

a WARNING: Use only 2 mm diameter

line. Other sizes and shapes of line will not ad-
vance properly and will result in improper cut-
ting head function or can cause serious injury.
Do not use other materials such as wire,
string, rope, etc. Wire can break off during
cutting and become a dangerous missile that
can cause serious injury.

CUTTING METHODS
& WARNING: Use minimum speed and

do not crowd the line when cutting around

hard objects (rock, gravel, fence posts, etc.),

which can damage the trimmer head, become

entangled in the line, or be thrown causing a

serious hazard.

» The tip of the line does the cutting. You will
achieve the best performance and mini-
mum line wear by not crowding the line into
the cutting area. The right and wrong ways
are shown below.

e The line will easily remove grass and
weeds from around walls, fences, trees and
flower beds, but it also can cut the tender
bark of trees or shrubs and scar fences.

e For trimming or scalping, use less than full
throttle to increase line life and decrease
head wear, especially:

e During light duty cutting.

¢ Near objects around which the line can-
wrap such as small posts, trees or fence
wire.

* For mowing or sweeping, use full throttle for
a good clean job.

TRIMMING - Hold the bottom of the trimmer

head about 80 mm above the ground and at

an angle. Allow only the tip of the line to make
contact. Do not force trimmer line into work
area.

SCALPING - The scalping technique re-
moves unwanted vegetation. Hold the bottom
of the trimmer head about 80 mm above the

MOWING - Your trimmer is ideal for mowing
in places conventional lawn mowers cannot
reach.

Avoid pressing the
head into the ground as this can scalp the
ground and damage the tool.

REPLACE SPARK PLUG

Replace the spark plug each year to ensure

the engine starts easier and runs better. Set

spark plug gap at 0,6 mm. Ignition timing is
fixed and nonadjustable.

CARBURETOR ADJUSTMENT

Your carburetor is equipped with limiter caps.
Damage will occur if you turn the needles be-
yond the limiter stops. Carburetor adjustment
Is a complicated task. We recommend that
you take your unit to an authorized service
dealer.

STORAGE

a WARNING: Perform the following

steps after each use:

« Allow engine to cool before storing or trans-
porting.

« Store unit and fuel in a well ventilated area

where fuel vapors cannot reach sparks or

open flames from water heaters, electric

motors or switches, furnaces, etc.

AGE: If any emissions related part on your en-
gine (as listed under Emissions Control Warran-
ty Parts List) is defective or a defect in the
materials or workmanship of the engine causes
the failure of such an emission related part, the
part will be repaired or replaced by Jonsered.
OWNER’S WARRANTY RESPONSIBILI-

TIES: As the small off-road engine owner, you
are responsible for the performance of the re-
quired maintenance listed in your instruction
manual. Jonsered recommends that you retain
all receipts covering maintenance on your small
off-road engine, but Jonsered cannot deny war-
ranty solely for the lack of receipts or for your
failure to ensure the performance of all sched-
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uled maintenance. As the small off-road en-
gine owner, you should be aware that Jonsered
may deny you warranty coverage if your small
off-road engine or a part of it has failed due to
abuse, neglect, improper maintenance, unap-
proved modifications, or the use of parts not
made or approved by the original equipment
manufacturer.
