1. Inspect area to be cut before each use -
remove objects which can be thrown or
become entangled in the cutting blades.

Side Cutting

When trimming the sides of the hedge, begin at the

bottom and cut upwards (N), tapering the hedge

inward at the top. This shape will expose more of the

hedge, resulting in more uniformed growth.
