Training

 6.  Exercise extreme caution when changing direction on slopes.
 7.  Do not mow excessively steep slopes.
 8.  Use extreme caution when reversing or pulling the machine towards you.
 9.  Stop the blade(s) if the machine has to be tilted for transportation when 

crossing surfaces other than grass, and when transporting the machine to 
and from area to be used.

 10.  Never operate the machine with defective guards or shields, or without safety 
devices, for example deflectors and/or grass collector, in place.

 11.  Switch on the motor carefully according to instructions and with feet well 
away from the blade(s).

2.  Push the screws (2) through the holes.

4.  Tighten the wing nuts (3).

To connect the upper handle [ Fig. A3 ]:
1.   Put the upper handle (4) on the lower handle (1).  

Make sure that the handles are fully in place and the handle  
holes are inline.

2.  Push the screws (2) through the holes.
3.  Put the plastic washers (P) and the wing nuts (3) on the screws (2).
4.  Tighten the wing nuts (3).

To fix the cable to the handle [ Fig. A4 ]:
1.  Fix the cable (5) to the handle with the clip (6).
2.  Check that the cable (5) is not trapped between the lower and  

the upper handle.
