Introduction
Product description
The product is a concrete vibrator with a flexible shaft.
It operates with low rotation speed in the shaft and high
frequency in the vibrator head. The concrete vibrator
operates together with a drive unit. Drive units of
gasoline and diesel fuel type are applicable.

Intended use
The product is for professional operation only. The
product removes air bubbles from wet concrete. Do not
use the product for other tasks.

The
injuries can be debilitating and/or permanent, and
can increase gradually during weeks, months or
years. Possible injuries include damage to the blood
circulation system, the nervous system, joints, and
other body structures.

• Stop the product immediately if strong vibrations
suddenly occurs. Do not continue the operation
before the cause of the increased vibrations is
removed.
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Dust safety

• Operation of the product can cause dust in the
air. Dust can cause serious injury and permanent
health problems. Silica dust is regulated as harmful
by several authorities. These are examples of such
health problems:

• The fatal lung diseases chronic bronchitis,

• Birth defects
• Skin inflammation

• Use correct equipment to decrease the quantity of
dust and fumes in the air and to decrease dust on
work equipment, surfaces, clothing and body parts.

To connect the concrete vibrator to the
drive unit

WARNING: Do not connect a concrete
vibrator to a drive unit that is started.

1. Lift the lockpin (A) on the drive unit.

2. Put the connector of the flexible shaft (B) into the
coupling of the drive unit (C).

3. If the couplings of the concrete vibrator does not
align with the coupling of the drive unit, do 1 of the
procedure that follows.
a) Pull slowly the rope handle on the drive unit to

rotate the crack shaft until the couplings align.
b) Rotate the couplings of the concrete vibrator until

the couplings align.
4. Release the lockpin on the drive unit.
5. Make sure that the lockpin goes back to its initial

position.

To start the product
1. Refer to the operator's manual of the drive unit for

information on how to start the product.
2. If there is no vibration in the vibrator head, hit the

side of the vibrator head to start the vibration.

To operate the product
CAUTION: Do not make sharp bends or
loops on the flexible shaft. Sharp bends and
loops increase the wear and decrease the
lifetime of the flexible shaft.

CAUTION: Do not use the product to move
the concrete to the side.

1. Fill concrete in equally thick layers, 30–50 cm / 12–
19 in. (B).

2. Put the vibrator head approximately 15 cm / 6 in. (A)
down into the nearest lower layer of concrete. This
causes the layers of concrete to mix correctly.

3. Wait approximately 10–20 seconds until the surface
around the vibrator head is shiny and no air bubbles
come to the surface.

4. Remove the vibrator head slowly to let the concrete
fill the hole from the vibrator head.

5. Put the vibrator head down into the concrete at a
distance of 30–50 cm / 12–19 in. (C) from where you
put it before.

6. Do step 4 and 5 again and again. Continue until
the air bubbles are fully removed from the area of
concrete.

To stop the product

To clean the product

CAUTION: Do not use a high-pressure
washer to clean the product.

• Use running water from a hose to clean the product.
• Remove concrete from the surfaces of the product

after each operation before the concrete becomes
hard.

• Remove grease and oil from the product.

To do maintenance on the concrete
vibrator
Maintenance is necessary after each 500 h of operation.

1. Put the vibrator head in a pipe vise.
2. Remove the end cap and the end shank.

Note: The end cap and the end shank has a left
hand thread.

3. Remove the flexible shaft from the vibrator head
shaft.

Note: The flexible shaft and the vibrator head shaft
has a right hand thread.

4. Remove the vibrator head shaft from the front of the
vibrator head housing.

5. Replace the O-rings, the sealing sleeve and the ball
bearing.
a) Lubricate the ball bearing before you install it.

6. Clean and lubricate the flexible shaft. Refer to
Lubrication on page 6.

7. Assemble the vibrator head in the opposite
sequence.

CAUTION: Do not lubricate the vibrator
head housing, the vibrator head shaft or
the end cap. These parts must be clean
and dry when you assemble the vibrator
head.
